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NEW HAMPSHIRE INNKEEPERS LIABILITY LAW

NOTICE  The Management will not be responsible for money or jewelry left 
in the rooms.
A safe for the convenience of our guests is in the Front Office.

Sec. 353:1  Liability for Losses.  No hotel keeper, innkeeper, operator of 
over-night cabins, motor courts, or similar establishments, (hereinafter 
referred to as hotel keeper) shall be liable to a guest for the loss of wearing 
apparel or baggage belonging to such guests, where it shall appear that 
such loss takes place from the room or rooms assigned to such guest and 
provided such hotel keeper proves affirmatively that such loss was not 
caused or contributed to by his negligence or fault, or was caused solely by 
the negligence of such guests and in no case shall recovery for such loss 
exceed the sum of three hundred dollars.  A hotel keeper shall provide a 
suitable safe in his hotel for the safe-keeping of money, jewelry, precious 
stones, watches, negotiable securities and other valuables belonging to the 
guests of such hotel and if such hotel keeper gives notice thereof by 
posting in the rooms of such guests and in the office of the hotel, in a 
conspicuous manner, a notice containing a copy of this section and stating 
therein the fact that such safe is provided in which such property may be 
deposited, such hotel keeper shall not be liable to any guest for the loss by 
theft, or otherwise, of any such property not delivered, or offered to be 
delivered, to the person in charge of the office of such hotel for deposit in 
such safe, provided such hotel keeper proves affirmatively that such loss 
was not caused or contributed to by his negligence or fault, or was caused 
solely by the negligence of such guest, and such hotel keeper shall not be 
liable to any guest for any sum in excess of one thousand dollars on 
account of the loss by theft, or otherwise, of any such property received for 
deposit, except by special contract in writing stating the kind and value of 
the property received and the kind and extent of the liability of the hotel 
keeper.  Nor shall such hotel keeper be liable in any sum for the loss of the 
other property, including wearing apparel and personal baggage, belonging 
to any guest and not within the room or rooms assigned to him unless the 
same is specially entrusted to the care and custody of such hotel keeper or 
agents or servants.

Sec. 353:3-c II  Ejection of Guests.  All hotel keepers and persons keeping 
public lodging houses, cabins or any rental unit may immediately remove or 
cause to be immediately removed by any law enforcement officer of this 
state, any guest who willfully denies other guests their right to quiet 
enjoyment of their tenancies, or who violates any local or state law.  Said 
right to remove, or cause to be removed, shall arise after the hotel keeper or 
person keeping a public lodging house, or cabin, or their agents makes a 
reasonable attempt to verbally warn said guest to cease and desist said 
breach or quiet enjoyment or violation of local or state law.  Upon such 
immediate eviction, the guest shall be refunded the unused portion of his 
prepaid rental fee less damage charges for his actions.  For the purpose of 
this section, the term "rental unit" shall include residential property rented 
for one month or less.

NEW HAMPSHIRE LAW...DEFRAUDING AN INNKEEPER

Sec. 353:8 Prohibition.  It shall be unlawful for anyone to obtain, or attempt 
to obtain, service from, in or through any inn or hotel:
I. With intent to defraud the owner of thereof on a credit basis by the use of 
a credit card which has been stolen, forged, revoked, canceled, 
unauthorized or in any way invalidated for the purpose of obtaining such 
credit, or on any other basis; or
II. With intent to avoid payment therefore by unjustifiable failure or refusal to 
pay, by stealth, or by any misrepresentation of fact which he knows to be 
false.

Sec. 353:9 Penalty.  Any person who shall obtain service from, in, or 
through an inn or hotel, with intent to defraud the owner of the inn or hotel, 
or with intent to avoid payment thereof, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.

 SAFETY AND SECURITY 
PROCEDURES

We are concerned with your personal safety 
and the security of your property. Please 
familiarize yourself with the following 
suggestions and information.

DOORS

The hotel has provided your room with a 
safety chain or device  and a push button or a 
dead bolt lock. We suggest fastening the 
safety device and double locking your door 
when you are in your room.

ADMITTANCE

It is recommended to first identify individuals 
through the security viewer before admitting 
them to your room. If any person comes to 
your door and identifies themselves as a hotel 
employee, ask them for identification, and you 
may call the front desk or Manager to verify 
their identity before you open the door.

If you receive any telephone calls from any 
person who identifies themselves as a hotel 
employee, please call the front desk or 
Manager to verify their identity.

 SAFETY DEPOSIT BOXES

Please do not leave money or valuables in 
your room. Safety deposit boxes have been 
provided at our Front Desk at no charge. 
State laws limit the liability of the hotel for the 
loss or damage of personal property.

IN THE EVENT OF FIRE

Please familiarize yourself with the location of 
hallway fire exits, alarms, and extinguishers. 
In the unlikely event of a fire or smoke 
detection, dial the emergency number or 
notify the hotel operator, and follow these 
basic procedures:
1. Take your key.
2. Test your door for heat before opening.
3. If the hallway is clear, exit by stairwell to the   
    street.
4. Do not use elevators.

Should the door be warm or the hallway  
impassable:
1. Place wet towels at the base of the door.
2. Notify the operator, giving name and room             
    number.
3. Turn off your air conditioner or heater to  
    keep smoke from entering the room.
4. Do not break windows.
5. Stay low to avoid inhaling smoke.
